Competition rules in partnership with Brussels Airlines and Belgacom

ARTICLE 1 - ORGANISER

Brussels Airlines SA with registered office at Avenue des Saisons 100-102, post box 30, 1050 Brussels, Business Register N° 0400.853.488 (hereinafter “Brussels Airlines”) and Belgacom, with registered office at 1030 Brussels, Boulevard du Roi Albert II, 27, Business Register Nº 0202.239.951 (hereinafter “Belgacom”), are staging this competition without requiring entrants to make any kind of purchase.

Brussels Airlines and Belgacom are hereinafter jointly referred to as “the organiser”.

The competition commences on 15 August 2009 at 00:00 h, and closes on 4 September 2009 one minute before the start of the men’s 400-metre final at the 2009 Belgacom Memorial Van Damme.

These rules describe the organisation of the competition and stipulate the conditions for entry.
 

ARTICLE 2 – ENTERING THE COMPETITION

The competition may be entered by SMS text messages from a Belgian GSM number at a cost of 1 €/text message, and does not require entrants to make any kind of purchase.

For each text message sent, Brussels Airlines will pay part of the cost into a “Miles” fund for Belgian athletes to help fund their travel expenses to track and field events held across Europe throughout 2010.

The competition is open to all natural persons, with the exception of staff working in the marketing services of the organiser and administrators of the organiser, and any persons involved with organising this competition, and members of the families of the abovementioned natural persons.

Children who are not of legal age may take part provided they have obtained authorisation to do so from their parents (or guardians). The fact that children who are not of legal age are taking part in the competition means they have already obtained such authorisation. The organiser reserves the right to demand written justification of this at any time, and to disqualify any children not of legal age who fail to supply such authorisation immediately, or within any reasonable period of time stipulated by the organiser.

 

ARTICLE 3 – FUNCTIONING OF THE COMPETITION
For valid participation in the competition, entrants must send an SMS text message to the number 6630 specifying the placing and the time run (in seconds, tenths and hundredths of seconds) of the best placed Belgian racer in the men’s 400-metre event.

Entrants may send an unlimited number of text messages for the entire duration of the competition. Entries may be in French or Dutch.
  

ARTICLE 4 – THE WINNER(S)

After the competition period has ended, the winner will be duly notified. The winner will be the person whose answer is closest to the result of the race. The nearest figure above the correct answer will take precedence over the nearest figure below the correct answer. In the event of a tie, the answer that was first recorded in chronological order will be considered the winning answer. If several identical winning answers are received, the winners will be drawn at random. The winner will be notified in person on Monday 7 September 2009 by telephone, to the phone number used to send in the winning text message. The organiser reserves the right to award the prize to the winner in person, and to use the name of the winner and any photographs taken at the prize-giving event for promotional purposes. Participation in this competition automatically entails acceptance of the right of the organiser to use the name of the winner and to take photos, without any need for the organiser to obtain prior consent from the winner or offer any kind of compensation whatsoever.

ARTICLE 5 - PRIZES

The winner

The ‘Belgacom Memorial Van Damme 2009’ competition prize features a free holiday trip for two, which includes:

ARTICLE 6 – RULES AND ACCEPTANCE

By merely entering the competition, entrants accept all provisions of these competition rules without reservation. ARTICLE 7 - CORRESPONDENCE

With the exception of the cases envisaged in Article 4, no further correspondence will be exchanged concerning the competition, nor will any communications by telephone or in any other form be conducted, either during or following closure of the competition. Consequently, neither the name of the winner nor the right answers will necessarily be communicated.

 

ARTICLE 8 - LIABILITY

The organiser reserves the right to postpone, modify or to cancel the competition due to force majeure or any other reason beyond the control of the organiser (such as, but not restricted to, a technical incident relating to defects in the computer system used, fraudulent access to the computer system, malfunctions, interruptions or delays in telecommunication networks). Similarly, the organiser cannot be held liable for any problems relating to transfer of data via SMS or for problems inherent to electronic data transmission preventing entrants from entering the competition or from entering the competition to valid effect. 

Furthermore, the organiser declines any liability for damage of any kind that may arise as a result of award of the prizes. Among other eventualities, the organiser declines any liability for errors relating to flaws in the prizes.

 

ARTICLE 9 – PERSONAL PRIVACY PROTECTION

The organiser is acting pursuant to Belgian personal privacy protection legislation (the Act of 8/12/1992). The personal details of entrants collated in connection with the competition will be processed by Belgacom as the party responsible for data processing. By entering the competition, entrants give their consent for their personal details, obtained by entering the competition, to be recorded in Brussels Airlines’ data files. These details will be used to administer the competition and to identify the winners. Pursuant to the law, entrants are entitled to inspect and amend their personal details, or to demand that their details be deleted from the database. Entrants accept that any legal action arising from their participation in the competition or concerning these competition rules will be the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of Brussels (Belgium), and agree to submit to the jurisdiction of these courts for the purposes of such legal action.
